Literacy


We will be looking at Fairy tales and fantasy stories. We will be developing the use of adjectives in creative writing. We will be consolidating all the work we have studied this year on punctuation, connectives and openers for our sentences. We will be continuing to learn our sounds throughout the phases in Phonics. 





Design Technology


We will be designing and making a seaside moving picture with sliders and pullies. We will make and design a Punch and Judy theatre show using puppets we have made.  We will design and make different objects used at the seaside like deck chairs.





Information Technology 


Whilst working with Roamer (a programmable toy) and an on screen turtle, we will use positional and directional language to write instructions to control these devices.


We will also be working on our word processing skills including typing, editing and formatting text in a simple word processor.

Maths


In maths we will be looking at counting, numbers and number sequences as well as consolidating and extending knowledge of place value, ordering, partitioning, estimating, and rounding. We will develop our understanding of + and - using different mental calculation strategies. We will work with money and also learn about measuring length, capacity and time which will involve solving word problems.

History – Seaside Holidays �We will be comparing seaside holidays in the past with those taken a long time ago. Children will sequence events and learn to ask and answer questions about different sources of information.














Circle Time – Feelings & Changes


We will be talking about dealing with uncomfortable feelings e.g. jealousy and loss. We will listen to stories and have discussions and make suggestions of ways of dealing with these feelings. We will also be thinking about the changes that have happened in our lives so far and thinking about how things will change in the future. 














Geography


We will be looking at UK seaside locations in pictures and on maps. We will discuss what they were like in the past; how buildings are used etc. We will also identify international seaside destinations.





P.E.


In dance we will use the seaside theme of shorelines to develop individual and group dances. In games we will be learning about and playing striking and fielding games and practising athletics.

















Music


We will be exploring the quality of different sounds, playing and singing at different speeds and using loud and quiet for effect. We will be learning to recognise, explore and control sounds we hear and play. We will explore seaside rhythms, water sounds, dripping waves, animal sounds- seagulls


Create seaside beats, sounds of the sea.














Art & Design 


We will use the seaside theme, shells, pebbles, rocks, waves, sand etc to inspire our own ideas. We will record from observation and focus of elements of lines, shapes and textures. We will use natural materials to make a sculpture. We will also learn about textile effect, working individually to contribute to a class piece.





Science 


We will be studying about sounds. We will be exploring about materials, organising objects found on a beach into groups. We recap on the dangers of the sun. We will explore forces, pushing a boat through the water.
