	Rosh Hashanah 
To understand the importance of RH, how Hashem is our king and judges us
To know Hashem is counting all our Mitzvot
To know the main symbols of RH and why we have them – shofar, round challot, fish head, pomegranate, apple and honey
To know it is a Mitzvah to hear the shofar on RH
To know we say amen after the Bracha and then listen to the shofar quietly
To be able to recognise all 3 sounds

Yom Kippur
To understand the importance of YK
To understand that it is a day we say sorry for making other people unhappy and think of ways to be better
To know all adults fast of YK

Sukkot / Simchat Torah
To know we live in a Sukkah for 7 days
To know what the Arba Minim are and what we do with them
To be familiar with how a Sukkah looks, especially the leaf roof
To know there are 5 books in the Torah
To know how we celebrate the completion of the Torah in synagogue
To understand we are happy because we have finished reading the Torah and are starting it again

Chanukah
To be familiar with the main characters of the Chanukah story; Yehuda Hamacabee, the Kohen Gadol, Antiochus and the Maccabees
To know that we celebrate the miracle of the oil
To know that the oil lasted 8 days instead of one
To know the Shamash is slightly higher than the other candles
To know how we light a Menorah
To know we eat foods cooked in oil (latkes and doughnuts) to remind us of the miracle of the oil
To know all 4 letters of the dreidel
To be familiar with the tune and words of Maoz Tzur
Link candle lighting to Brachot (see below)


Morning Brachot
To be able to recite together the first 4 morning brachot and produce an illustrated class Bracha booklet with labels and titles in English to show understanding for each Bracha

Brachot project
To be able to join in and say all the Brachot for:
HaMotzi (bread)
HaGafen (wine /grape juice)
ShelShabbat (Shabbat candles)
le-had-lik ner Cha-nu-kah  (Chanukah candles)
she-a-sa ni-sim la-avo-te-nu ba-ya-mim ha-hem bi-zman ha-zeh.  (Chanukah candles ) 
Shehecheyanu







Jewish calendar 
To know that Shabbat and festivals start in the evening
To know the Hebrew days of the week out of order
To know that we have Jewish months
To know the name of the current Jewish month
To become familiar with the appropriate Hebrew date structure ie Day of the week, number of day, month eg. Yom Reviiy 4 Tishrei 
	Tu Bishvat 
To understand that Hashem makes things grow and that we are thankful 
To be able to name fruits that come from a tree 
To be familiar with the Bracha Haetz for fruit 

Purim 
To be familiar with the main characters of the Purim story and their roles
To understand why Mordechai didn’t bow down to Haman
To recognise the bravery of Esther and how she helped save the Jewish people
To know it is a Mitzvah to give Tzedakah and Mishloach Manot on Purim
To understand it is a Mitzvah to hear the Megillah which is the story of Purim
To know we say Amen after hearing the Brachot for the Megillah and everyone should listen quietly to hear every word










Pesach 
To be familiar with the characters Moshe, Miriam and Paroh and their role in the Pesach story
To know about some key events in Moshe’s earlier life
To Identify Moshe as the leader of the Jewish people who led them out of Egypt
To identify some of the key symbols of Pesach
To be able to compare and contrast Matzah and Chametz
To recognise a Pesach Seder plate and some of the things on it
To know we clear our houses of Chametz and don’t eat any Chametz on Pesach
To know we celebrate two Seder nights outside of Israel and one Seder in Israel
To know what the Afikoman is and what we do with it

The Shul project
To know that the Shul is a special place for Jews
To know that the Rabbi is a religious leader and teacher
To know that in most Shuls the males and females sit separately
To know that the Sefer Torah is kept in a special place and know the name Aron Ha’Kodesh
Be able to recognise and name the Bima
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	Yom H'Atzmaut
To know how old Israel is this year and why we are celebrating this day
To understand the meaning behind the Israeli flag
To know what the Kotel is and how it looks

Shavuot 
 To be familiar with some of the symbols of Shavuot e.g. Har Sinai, Luchot, Torah, flowers, dairy foods and fruit baskets 
To know the story of Matan Torah is a true story and took place in the dessert a long time ago just after the Jewish people left Egypt
To know the Midrash of why Mount Sinai was given to give the Torah on 

The Three Weeks 
To know that the Bet Hamikdash was a big Bet Knesset in Yerushalayim where everyone felt close to Hashem
To know that we are sad because the Bet Hamikdash was destroyed
To understand that there is a time to be sad and a time to be happy 
To know that there are 2 fast days that are three weeks apart where we remember the fact that we no longer have the Beit Hamikdash
To know that we are sad during these three weeks


Israel focus
To know that Israel is a special place for Jewish people
To know that blue and white are Israel’s special colours
To know what the Israeli flag looks like
Know that Israeli people speak Hebrew
To know the capital of Israel 
To know some foods associated with Israel
To know some of the bordering counties 
To know the name of the national anthem 

Jewish home and Jewish school project
To know what makes a Jewish home different from a non-Jewish home, e.g. kosher, symbols, succah, Chanukah
To recognise the Magen David as a known Jewish symbol
To know what makes our school different from other primary schools
