	Rosh Hashanah  
To understand the importance of RH and how Hashem judges everyone
To understand that Hashem in counting all our Mitzvot and Averot
To know what Taslich is and why we do it
To know we blow the shofar to declare Hashem as our king
To know the sound is also a reminder that Hashem is judging us and it is a time to feel sorry for our Averot
To be able to recognise the three different notes of the shofar
To be familiar with the tune for Avinu Malkenu

YomKippur
To know that YP is the holiest day of the year, the Shabbat of Shabbats
To understand it is a day of repentance
To know the story of Yonah, why it is read on YK and to understand the lessons we learn from it

Jewish Calendar 
To know the months of the year in the correct order starting with Nissan
To know  the Hebrew letters that corresponds to the English date and vice versa (up to 10)
To be able to work out the Hebrew date for the following day, based on knowing todays date. 
To know the current Jewish year in number format
To know a Jewish month has 29 or 30 days
To know the first day of a Jewish month is always Rosh Chodesh – the last day too when the month has 30 days
Sukkot / Simchat Torah
To know the reason we live in a Sukkah is to remind us how we lived in the desert and to strengthen our trust in Hashem
To know the names of the Arba Minim (lulav, etrog, hadassim, arovot) and what we do with them
To know how we build a Sukkah and what it needs
To understand why the Torah is precious for us and why we celebrate ST
To know how we celebrate ST – including dancing and hakofet in the synagogue
To know the names of all 5 books of the Torah
To be familiar with how a Torah is made

Chanukah
To know why we celebrate Chanukah
To know the importance of the 2nd Beit Hamikdash and the main furniture in it, including the menorah
To know that Antiochus wanted the Jews to become like Ancient Greeks
To know the Beit Hamikdash was destroyed and the oil was spoiled
To understand the importance of the last drop of oil and the miracle of Chanukah
To know what the 4 letters on the dreidel stand for
To know how and why we light the menorah
To be able to say the Shehecheyanu and the Bracha of Lehadik Ner Shel Chanukah
To be able to sing the first verse of Maoz Tzur







Kashrut project
To know we keep kosher because it is mentioned in the Torah
To join in with and recognise which Brachot are linked to specific foods
To design a kosher menu for a milk meal and a meat meal
To design and make a kosher picnic.


	Tu Bishvat 
To know that comes from Hashem and that we should be grateful 
To understand how important trees are and how they need water
To understand the importance of not wasting food – BAL Tashchit 
To be able to differentiate between the fruits we say Haetz and Hadama on 

Purim 
To be familiar with further details of the Purim story, including Bigtan and Teresh
To be able to describe some key events that took place in the king’s palace
To know we hear the Megillah in the evening and morning of Purim
To Know Purim is celebrated in the month of Adar and understand why we increase in 
 Simcha – happiness
To understand what Simcha means and why we should be happy
To be aware that in the Mishloach Manot there should be at least two different food Brachot



Pesach 
To understand that the story of Pesach is a true story that happened to our ancestors
To be familiar with the ten plagues that Hashem sent on the Egyptians
To understand the great miracle of the splitting of the sea
To be familiar with how one would prepare their house and kitchen for Pesach
To understand why we clear our houses of Chametz
To know what Bedikatz Chametz is and how we do it
To identify which items are needed to set the Seder table
To be aware that there are 3 Matzot at the Seder and one is broken in half for the Afikoman
To know that we drink 4 cups of wine/grape juice at the Seder and Kiddush is the first one

A Jewish child’s day project
To know and be able to tell which prayers are said at key points throughout the day, i.e. knowing how to make it a ‘Jewish’ day
To Know that people pray at 3 main times in the day
To know the reason for wearing a Yarmulke and Tzit Tzit.
To show a basic understanding of the reason for bensching.
To Know the night time routine – the Shema, saying goodnight to Hashem.







	Yom H'Atzmaut
To know that the capital of Israel is Jerusalem and it is one of the holy cities in Israel
To identify the Kotel in Jerusalem as the holiest sites in Israel, an outer wall of the Beit Hamikdash
To understand why the Kotel is important to the Jewish people and what we do there

Shavuot 
To be familiar with the story of Matan Torah and the importance of this event 
To be able to identify some of the Ten Commandments e.g. Shabbat and Kibud Av Vaem
To understand that Matan Torah was when Hashem made an eternal bond with the Jewish people 

The Three Weeks 
To know that the first Bet Hamikdash was built by Shlomo Hamelech and where it was built (story of the Two Brothers)
To know that the first Bet Hamikdash was destroyed by the Babylonians and the second by the Romans
To know that there are two fast days, one of 17th Tammuz and one on 9th Av
To know that the 9th of Av is called Tisha Be'av
To know that the 17th Tammuz is a fast day because the wall surrounding the Bet Hamikdash was broken into by the Romans
To know that the sad period in between the two fast days are referred to as the ‘Three Weeks’
To know that during the Three Weeks there are specific customs i.e. no music (link to no music in school during this period), no haircuts, no weddings, no big celebrations / parties
To know that Tisha B'Av and the fast of Tammuz are 2 fast days out of the 6 that are in the Jewish Year
To knows that we look forward for the day when we will have a 3rd Bet Hamikdash
