	Rosh Hashanah 
To know that RH is the Jewish New Year and the birthday of the world
To understand why we have an apple dipped in honey
To understand that Hashem is our king
To know that Shanah Tova is the way we greet each other
To know the main symbols of RH -round challot, fish head, pomegranate, apple and honey
To know we blow the shofar on RH and that it is made from a ram’s horn
To be familiar with the sound it makes

Yom Kippur 
To know YK is about saying sorry to family and friends whom you have upset during the year
To know it is the most important day of the year
To know we do not wear leather shoes

Sukkot / Simchat Torah
To know we live in a Sukkah
To be familiar with how a Sukkah looks, especially the leaves of the roof
To recognise a lulav and etrog and know what we do with them
To understand we are happy because we have finished reading the Torah and are starting it again
To know what we do in the synagogue and how we celebrate
To know the first book of the Torah is called Bereshit
Make Simchat Torah flags

Chanukah
To know the basic story of Chanukah
To be familiar with the main characters: Antiochus, Mattiyahu and the Maccabees
To understand that we are celebrating the miracle of the oil
To know that we light the menorah each day by the window
To know that on Chanukah we eat latkes and doughnuts
To know we play with a dreidel
To be familiar with the tune Maoz Tzur


 

Jewish calendar 
To know  that as Jews we have many special Jewish days that we celebrate
To know that the Jewish festivals are unique to us and only we as Jews celebrate them
To know that Shabbat starts on Friday night. 
To become familiar with the Hebrew days of the week (starting with Yom Rishon) in order 

Shabbat project
Know that Shabbat is a special day from G-d.
Recognise the Hebrew names for candles, wine, challot.
Know and use Shabbat greetings.
Know the name of the day (Shabbat Kodesh).
Join in with Shabbat songs.
Begin to join in with brachot.

Purim 
To know there was a queen called Esther and a king called Achashverosh
To understand why we celebrate Purim and how Hashem saved the Jewish people
To know that we use a greggar when we hear Haman’s name in the Megillah
To understand that Purim is a happy festival and how we celebrate it
To Recognise how Hamantashan look and know we eat them on Purim
To be aware we give out gifts of foods to people on Purim

Pesach 
To Know the Jewish people worked very hard in Egypt many years ago
To understand that we celebrate Pesach because Hashem freed the Jewish people from Egypt
To know that the Jewish people left Egypt quickly and how Hashem split the sea for them
To know that we eat bitter foods and what Maror looks like
To understand why we eat Matzah on Pesach
To be familiar with how Matzah looks and tastes
To know that we clear our houses from bread and don’t eat bread on Pesach.
To Identify the Seder as a meal where we talk about how Hashem freed us from Egypt
To know children sing a special song called Ma Nishtana at the Seder and be familiar with the tune
