Little Sayings for Correct Letter Formation
General points to remember:

Correct posture and pencil grip will help. 
 Correct formation is important before children become too comfortable with an incorrect formation that they will have to un-learn
The family of ‘All the Way Round’ – c  o  a  d  g  q

c – Start at the top and draw a cave

 o – Draw the cave, close the door.
a – Draw the cave and close the door, then down the path to flick.
d – Draw the cave and close the door, then up the path and down the path to flick.

g - Draw the cave and close the door, then down the path, under the line like a monkey’s tail.
q – Draw the cave and close the door, then down the path (under the line) to salute!
The family of ‘Over the Bridge’ – r  n  m  h  b  p  k
r – Start at the top, down the road, up the road and half way over the bridge.
n - Start at the top, down the road, up the road and all the way over the bridge.
m -, Start at the top, down the road, up the road and all the way over the bridge back up the road and over the bridge again
 h – Start high at the top, go down (to the line) half way up, and over the bridge

b – Start high at the top, go down (to the line)  half way up, and all the way round

p – Down the road (under the line) back up to the top and all the way round to make a nose
k – Start high at the top, go down the path (to the line) back up half way for a loop and a leg

The family of ‘Start at the Top’ – l  t  i  j  f  
l – Start high at the top, go down (to the line) for a flick

t – Start almost high at the top, go down (to the line), curvy bottom, pen off and cross

i – Start at the top, go down (to the line) for a flick, pen off and dot

j – start at the top, go down (under the line) curve back, pen off and dot

f – start high, curvy top, straight down, curvy bottom,(like a stretched out s) pen off and cross

The ‘Smile’ family – u  y  v  w  x

u – like a cup then up and down to draw a handle(smile with a flick)
y – like a cup then up and down under the line like a monkey’s tail (smile with a tail)
v  pointy smile, down up

w – pointy smile two times, down up, down up

And there’s one who isn’t smiling - 

x – look who’s cross, down down

The family of misfits! – e  s  z

e – start in the middle, draw a bed, put the blanket on and tuck it undreneath
s – curve back, turn around and curve underneath

z – zig-zag-zoom
